You  are  advised  to  call  the  school  you  wish  to  attend  in  advance  of  taking  the  
exam  to  find  out  if  they  will  accept  this  score.  If  not,  you  are  advised  to  take  the  official  TOEFL,  the  IBT  (Internet  Based  
Test).
